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I am writing to advise that the attached policy has been approved by both myself and
the Minister for Environment and Planning in relation to the process of assessment of
individuals impacted by the declaration of Marine Protected Areas (MPA).

The attached policy provides both a process and policy for the consideration of
structural adjustment applications.

It 1s intended that structural adjustment only be provided in the form of continued
access to MPAs and, only in areas where restricted fishing is allowed. This attached
policy sets out the framework in which continued access should be considered.

I intend appointing an Assessment Panel of four comprising the General Managers of
the Primary Industries and Resource Management and Conservation Divisions of the
Department, the Director of the Tasmanian Aquaculture and Fisheries Institute, and an
independent person. The independent person will have relevant professional
experience and knowledge of the fishing industry to consider applications. However,
I believe it is important that that person should not be a member of an industry
representative body.

To date, I have received one application for structural adjustment and I am concerned
that it should be considered without too much further delay, therefore it is my
mntention that this application be assessed under the attached policy.
